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The abstract should describe the work's objectives and relevance as well as significant prior contributions, containing a clear and concise review of the main results. 

Follow these instructions carefully for preparing your manuscript. Please use .pdf file format when submitting your abstract. The abstracts should be prepared using Microsoft Word if possible. LaTex may be used if the format is similar to this template. 
Possible Section Title
Abstracts must be no more than one page long, letter size 8.5” x 11”, including figures and tables. The text should be written in English. The page must be formatted with 0.83” left/right margins, 0.75” top margin, and 0.5” bottom margin. Maximum length is 9.75”. Length of the text should never be less than 9.25”. No headers, borders, or page numbers should be included.
The abstract text should be single-spaced and justified in Times New Roman or Times font. If not strictly required, bold type and underlining should be avoided. The first line of each paragraph should be indented 0.125". No line spacing should be left between paragraphs. 

Produce any figures electronically, and integrate figures and tables into your text file. Figures, tables, and photographs should be placed as close to their first reference in the text as possible. Keep them within a single column, if possible. For larger objects, Word requires that you create and format a new page-wide section identical in format to the first page-wide section containing from the title through the keywords. Labels should be given for every row and column, including units for the data.

Any figure should be centered and numbered, with a caption centered below the figure (see Figure 1). Labels with units should be given for coordinate axes. Lettering in any figure should have a height of 2 mm (10-point type).

Equations should be left-aligned on a separate line and numbered using an Arabic numeral placed within parentheses and right-aligned. For example,

References are to be cited in the text by name (year), like (Bose and Westmoreland, 2020). The expression et al. should be used when there are three or more authors.

Acknowledgments of financial, institutional, and personal support should be before the References section. References should be in 9-point font, listed in alphabetic order by surname at the end of the abstract. Each line of a reference, except the first, should be indented 0.125”.
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
